Bring all your unopened chametz to the Harvesterõs Food Barrel by Monday, March 22 

In Exodus we read: Seven days shall you eat unleavened 
bread; from the first day you shall put away leaven out of 
your houses; you shall eat unleavened bread from the first 
day until the seventh dayé 
 

One of the basic Pesah observances is, of course, the  
prohibition of leaven (chametz). The avoidance of  
leavened bread is a recollection of the experience of the  
Exodus. We are taught, to eat chametz on Pesah is likened 
to eating on Yom Kippur.  Not only is it forbidden to eat or 
drink chametz, but we are not permitted to benefit from 
chametz in any way.   
 

So this year, try something newédonate your unopened 
chametz to Harvesterõs, and fulfill two mitzvot- the eating 
of unleavened bread for 7 days AND feeding the hungry.
